Our coalition made significant impacts in the fight
against child sex trafficking in Washington state
over the past year despite the impact of COVID-19.
Through persistence and dedication, critical
programming was delivered to over 1,325 youth.

Twelve regional Commercial Sexual Exploitation of
Children (CSEC) task forces were supported through
trainings and technical assistance, providing a
statewide, coordinated, and trauma-informed response.

Technology was increased to interrupt buyers and
connect youth to advocates. Project: SugarFree
removed approximately 1,200 posts, reported
4,200 posts, and de-platformed approximately 21
exploiters on Twitter.
